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Energy Equilibrium project nears completion in Finland

The Energy Equilibrium project has been presented on several different platforms and at var-
ious events in Finland. During 2025, Thermopolis has been involved in organizing events at
which the results of the project have been presented. In the spring, a seminar was held in
connection with the climate trip of representatives from municipalities in South Ostrobothnia,
which was attended by representatives from six municipalities. The Energy Equilibrium plat-
form was also presented at a meeting of the Ostrobothnia Leader group in the summer of
2025. In the fall of 2025, Thermopolis presented the project at energy evening events orga-
nized in the municipalities of Alavus and Kauhava in the Ostrobothnia region.

The public was invited to the energy evening event in Alavus through newspaper advertise-
ments, electronic communication channels and emails. The evening's program in Future En-
ergy Solutions Seminar included expert presentations on energy storage and renewable en-
ergy. The material produced in the Energy Equilibrium project and the Energy Equilibrium Plat-
form were also on display. The event was attended by more than 20 participants from nearby
municipalities who were interested in future energy solutions. The themes of the Energy Equi-
librium project were also presented at the next energy evening at the village house in the
municipality of Kauhava on December 2, 2025, which was attended by approximately 30 par-
ticipants.

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The project stakeholders in Finland and other Thermopolis partners were invited to events
organized during the Energy Equilibrium project. These included the final seminar organized
by Riga Technical University in the autumn of 2025, which was held in Riga, Latvia, on October
8-9, 2025, and the Energy Equilibrium Discussions event on November 20, 2025. The theme
of the first day of the final seminar was an event common to all participants, including remote
participants, entitled "Shaping the future of regional energy: from renewable energy sources
to climate neutrality." The seminar focused on pathways towards climate neutrality and the
integration of renewable energy at the municipal level. Topics included synergies between
wind and hydrogen, and identified best practices from municipalities in the Baltic Sea region.
The program also included innovative technologies, recent political developments related to
emissions and emissions trading, etc. In addition, the roadmap for the transition to renewable
energy was discussed, and a practical workshop was organized at the event, where partici-
pants had the opportunity to try out the Energy Equilibrium planning platform to support local
energy strategies.

Regional Steering Group was also invited to the Baltic District Heating Innovation Forum 2025
event held in Gdansk, Poland, on November 6, 2025. This was a one-day expert meeting fo-
cusing on the future of district heating systems in the Baltic Sea region. The seminar was or-
ganized in a hybrid format. The forum covered topics such as waste heat utilization and stor-
age, district heating digitalization, pipeline monitoring and renovation, etc. Also the Energy
Equilibrium project and calculation tool have been featured on the project website and in
other electronic communications, such as Facebook.

The progress of the project at regional level in Finland is monitored by the Regional Stake-
holder Group, which consists of representatives of municipalities and energy technology com-
panies in the South Ostrobothnia region, has been informed about the progress of the project
through meetings and mails and has been regularly invited to participate in project work-
shops. The project's regional stakeholders also aim to continue actively communicating about
energy storage and the development of future energy technology solutions at the municipal
level.
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Energy Equilibrium hanke edennyt loppuvaiheeseen Suomessa

Energy Equilibrium hanke on ollut esilld useilla eri platformeilla ja tapahtumissa Suomessa.
Thermopolis on ollut vuoden 2025 aikana mukana jarjestamassa eri tilaisuuksia, joissa hank-
keen tuloksia on esitelty. Kevaalla jarjestettiin seminaari, joka liittyi Etela-Pohjanmaan kuntien
edustajien ilmastomatkaan ja johon osallistui kuuden kunnan edustajia. Energiatasapaino-
alusta esiteltiin myds Pohjanmaan Leader-ryhman kokouksessa kesalla 2025. Syyskaudella
2025 hanke on ollut esilla Thermopolisin toimesta Pohjanmaan alueen Alavuden ja Kauhavan
kunnissa jarjestetyissa energia-iltatapahtumissa.

Alavuden energia-iltatapahtumaan kutsuttiin yleis6a sanomalehtikutsun ja sahkoisten viesti-
mien avulla. lllan ohjelma sisalsi asiantuntijapuheenvuoroja energiavarastoinnista ja uusiutu-
vasta energiasta. Energy Equilibrium hanke oli tdssa tilaisuudessa kokonaisuutena mukana
energianvarastoinnin nakokulmasta. Hankkeessa tuotettu materiaali ja Energy Equilibrium
Platform olivat my0s esillda. Tapahtumaan osallistui yli 20 Tulevaisuuden energiaratkaisuista
kiinnostunutta osallistujaa lahialueen kuntien alueelta. Energy Equilibrium hankkeen teemat
olivat esilla myds seuraavassa energiaillassa Kauhavan kunnan alueen nuorisoseuran talolla
2.12.2025, johon osallistui n. 30 osallistujaa.

Hankkeen sidosryhmaa ja muita Thermopolisin kumppaneita kutsuttiin Energy Equilibrium
hankkeen aikana hankkeessa jarjestettyihin tilaisuuksiin. Naita olivat syyskaudella 2025 RTU:n
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jarjestama hankkeen loppuseminaari, joka jarjestettiin Latviassa Riikassa 8.-9.10.2025 ja
Energy Equilibrium Discussions tapahtuma 20.11.2025. Loppuseminaarin ensimmaisena pai-
van aiheena kaikille osallistujille yhteinen tapahtuma, mukaan lukien etdosallistujat, tapah-
tuma “Alueellisen energian tulevaisuuden muovaaminen: uusiutuvista energialdhteista ilmas-
toneutraaliuteen”. Seminaari keskittyi polkuihin kohti ilmastoneutraaliutta ja uusiutuvan
energian integrointia kuntatasolla. Aihepiireina olivat mm. tuulen ja vedyn viliset synergiat,
tunnistetut parhaat kaytannot Itameren alueen kunnista. Ohjelmassa oli myds innovatiivisia
teknologioita, viimeaikaisia paastoihin ja paastdkauppaan liittyvia poliittisia kehityskulkuja
jne. Lisaksi keskusteltiin uusiutuvan energian siirtyman etenemissuunnitelmasta ja tapahtu-
massa jarjestettiin myos kaytannonldaheinen tydpaja, jossa osallistujat paasivat kokeilemaan
Energy Equilibrium suunnittelualustaa paikallisten energiastrategioiden tukemiseksi. RSG kut-
suttiin myo6s Puolassa Gdanskissa 6.11.2025 jarjestettyyn Baltic District Heating Innovation Fo-
rum 2025 -tapahtumaan. Kyseessa oli yhden paivan mittainen asiantuntijatapaaminen, jossa
keskityttiin Iltdmeren alueen kaukolampadjarjestelmien tulevaisuuteen. Seminaari jarjestettiin
hybridimuodossa. Foorumi liittyi aiheisiin, jatelammon hyddyntaminen ja varastointi, kauko-
[ammon digitalisointi, putkistojen valvonta ja kunnostus ym.

Energy Equilibrium -hanke ja laskentatyokalu on ollut esilla hankkeen sivuilla ja muussa sah-
koisessa tiedotuksessa, kuten Facebook. Hankkeen etenemistd Suomessa seuraa alueellinen
sidosryhma, joka koostuu Etela-Pohjanmaan alueen kuntien ja energiateknologiayritysten
edustajista. Sidosryhmalle on tiedotettu hankkeen saannollisesti etenemisesta ja se on myos
kutsuttu osallistumaan hankkeen tyopajoihin. Hankkeen alueellisen sidosryhman kanssa ta-
voitteena on aktiivisesti viestia energiavarastoinnin ja yleisesti energiatekniikan tulevaisuuden
ratkaisujen kehittamisesta kuntatasolla.
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
